7.6km Oneway 144 317m

The Wattamollato Garie Beach walk is a scenic
coastal stroll which takes you aong the top of the
coastal cliffs, before dropping down to the fantastic
Garie Beach. The coastal cliffs give views out to sea,
with many ledges also giving views down onto the
waves crashing into the rock. The descent onto Garie
Beach has some of the best views of coastline in the
Royal National Park.

0| Northern End Wattamolla Picnic Ground
(180 m 4 mins) From the northern end of the picnic ground, this walk
heads through the car park and across the grass to the toilet block.

0.18 | Optional sidetrip to Providential Point

(600 m 12 mins) Continue straight: From the men's toilet block, this
walk heads to an sports-oval sized clearing. The walk heads to the
eastern end of the oval. The track continues along the service trail
from the oval, following the Providential Point signs. The track leads
through the tree to another grass area, Providential Point Campsite.
The walk continues past the campsite sign, heading east to the far side
of the grass clearing to a ferny area. The track continues aong the
most worn and unobstructed single track for approximately 200m to
the railed lookout on the headland. At the end of this side trip, retrace
your steps back to the main walk then Turn sharp | eft.

0.18 | Providential Point

Providential Point Lookout in Royal National Park, has views out to
sea and back towards Wattamolla Beach, as well as views of the the
cliffs on the north side of Wattamolla Bay to Boy Martin Point. The
small lookout is fenced and perched on the rocks. Providential Point is
the southern headland forming the bay that is home to Wattamolla
Beach and Lagoon, at the end of Wattamolla Rd.

0.18 | Wattamolla Picnic Ground Toilet Block

(1.6 km 30 mins) Turn right: From the toilet block, this walk follows
the signsto the Overflow Car Park. (Thisis the upper car park.) At the
back of the car park, this walk comes to an intersection with a large
management trail, with a gate and signpost saying ‘Garrie 5.8km'.
Turn left: From the car park, the walk follows the management trail
climbing up the long hill. The walk passes two large water towers asiit
continues along for awhile, before coming to a great lookout over the
ocean, marked by a sign saying 'Curracurrang’. From the lookout, the
walk continues aong the cliff edge, keeping the ocean to the left as it
follows the bush track. The track winds along the coast to
Curracurrang Cove, where there is an intersection with another bush

track that heads up and away from the ocean.

1.75| Curracurrang Cove

Curracurrang Cove is a small cove about 1km SW of Wattamolla, on
the coast of the Royal National Park. The cove faces east and is where
Curracurrang Creek meets the ocean. The creek, the cove and the
surrounding rocks provide great scenery, making this arelaxing place
to stop and enjoy. There is evidence that Aboriginal people lived in
this cove. There are afew middens in the area, some rock shelters and
Curracurrang creek provides a near-permanent water supply. The cove
was first occupied 7500 years ago and was used as a regular campsite
by the Dharawal people. Mareinfo.

1.75| Curracurrang Cove

(1.9 km 44 mins) Turn left : Keeping the ocean to the left, the track
climbs up out of Curracurang Cove and continues all the way up to the
top of thelarge hill, winding through the thick heath across the top and
down the other side to Curracurang Creek at the bottom. After crossing
the creek, the track follows the bushtrack heading up short hill and
along the bushtrack winding through the scrub for a short while before
coming to the Eagle Rock lookout at the information signpost.

3.7 | Eagle Rock L ookout

Eagle Rock lookout is an informal lookout marked by an information
sign on the Coast track in the Royal National Park. The lookout is
about halfway between Garie Beach and Wattamolla. Eagle rock is a
piece of the cliff line that looks amazingly like the head of an eagle,
with the eye and all. The lookout is about 150m west of the Eagle
Rock on the other side of Carracurrong Creek. Eagle Rock is often
used as an icon for the Royal National Park. Carracurrong Creek also
forms awaterfall into the ocean nearby.

3.7 | Eagles Rock L ookout

(140 m 3 mins) Continue straight: Keeping the ocean to the left the
track follows the bushtrack heading through the heath along the coast
for a short while until it comes to the intersection of the bushtrack at
the end of the service trail, marked by the two post's where the sign
has been pulled off.

3.84 | Int. Coastal Walk and Curra MoorsBrook Trail

(2.5 km 54 mins) Continue straight: From the intersection, this walk
heads along the bush track and the rockshelf, keeping the ocean on the
left. This continues, with the track becoming a narrow trail that goes
through the scrub. In various sections, metal walkways have been built
to stabilise the environment in the area. This continues until reaching
an intersection with atrack, heading off to the right.

Continue straight: From the intersection, this walk follows the bush
track around the left-hand side of the 'Curra Moors car park' sign,
following the cliffs and keeping the ocean on the left of the track.
After several hundred metres of high scrub, the track emerges out into
the opening which has fantastic views of Garie Beach and the hills to
the south.

6.37 | Garie Beach L ookout
Garie Beach Lookout is an unofficial lookout on the hill at the eastern
end of Garie Beach. The lookout has no facilities and is simply a spot

on the Coast track. The lookout provides great views |ooking southwest
along the coast along Garie Beach, Royal National Park and down to
Wollongong.

6.37 | Garie Beach L ookout

(510 m 13 mins) Continue straight: From Garie Beach Lookout, this
walk follows the bush track heading down towards Garie Beach,
winding down the long hill, descending the steep rock and wooden
steps to the bottom of the hill where the walk continues through the
grassy clearing to the end of the beach.

6.88 | North-East End of Garie Beach

(690 m 13 mins) Continue straight: From the end of Garie Beach, the
walk follows the coast across the beach, keeping the ocean to the left
until coming to the base of some timber steps, which lead up the hill
on the right.

Veer left: From the intersection, the walk heads along the beach,
keeping the ocean on your left, for approximately 200m to Garie
Beach car park on the right.

7.56 | Garie Beach

Garie Beach, Royal National Park, isalarge, south-east facing, yellow
sand beach. The beach is backed by steep headlands and gullies. There
isalarge car park at the end of Garie Rd for access to the beach. Garie
Beach is popular for surfing, patrolled 9am-5pm from December to
January. Fecilities include toilets, kiosk, picnic tables, cold showers
and Surf Life Saving Club. The water from the shower should be
treated before drinking, this water comes from a tank and may be
unavailable during dry periods. Mare info.
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
